Maritime Day also reminds us
that service in support of our armed
forces is not just a
thing of the past, but
that the United States-
flag merchant marine
continues to support
U.S. and Coalition
forces engaged in
combat in Iraq and
Afghanistan and at
bases around the
world. Between 2002
and 2008, United
States-flag commercial
vessels and their U.S.
citizen crews delivered over 50
percent of all equipment and supplies
utilized in Operations Enduring
Freedom and Iraqi Freedom, and that
today over 70 percent of those
supplies are being carried by
commercial vessels. As important,
when U.S.Government-owned sealift
vessels crewed by civilian mariners
are included in the computation, over
97 percent of all equipment and
supplies transported to those theaters
have been by vessels crewed by U.S.
citizen civilian mariners.

Maritime Day in Washington, DC
featured the opening of the “On the
Water:Stories from Maritime America”
exhibit at the Smithsonian
Institution’s National Museum of
American History. This exhibit was
made possible by a grant from the A.P.
Mgller and Chastine Mc-Kinney
Mgller Foundation in appreciation of
the family’s and the A.P.Moller Maersk
Group’s long history of close ties with
the United States and the strong
friendship between the Danish and
American peoples. Never before has
our industry been featured in a
permanent exhibit of this scale, so if

Favorable Winds Ahead

Fifty years ago, foreign ships
visiting the Port of Duluth-Superior
brought cargoes ranging from raw
materials for manufacturing to
automobiles, bicycles, cases of
whiskey, bags of coffee beans, bales
of twine and steel pipe. Today, most
oceangoing vessels (i.e. “salties”)
arrive here loaded with energy-
related cargo: heavy-gauge
equipment headed for the Canadian
oil sands and wind turbine
components for dozens of North
American wind farms. In five years,
wind energy freight tonnage tripled
here; last year alone, Duluth handled
more than 2,000 components —
towers, blades, nacelles, hubs,
spinners and containers of smaller
parts. Most were inbound from
European manufacturers for delivery

. to major projects in the Upper
- Midwest; but the port has also served
. projects as far away as Montana,
- Missouri and Oklahoma and handled
- outbound shipments of blades to
- Spain, Canada and Brazil. Not
- surprisingly,logistics experts rank the
- Port of Duluth among the top 10
- ports (by volume) in North America
- for transloading wind turbine
. components,in addition to the port’s
- reputation for quality service and
- customer satisfaction.

A lot has changed in 50 years, yet

- the Great Lakes St. Lawrence Seaway

Understanding (MOU), allies the two
organizations to achieve increased
trade by soliciting
worldwide through collaborative
marketing and information sharing.

Port Manatee becomes the 10th

U.S. member of an exclusive Panama -

Canal MOU fraternity, including the

Port Authority of New York and New :

Jersey, Georgia Ports Authority, South

Carolina State Ports Authority,Virginia -
Port Authority, Massport, Port of .

Miami, Port of Tampa, Port of Houston

and the Port of New Orleans. Port .
Manatee, the closest U.S. deepwater -

seaport to the Panama Canal, is the

only non-established container port -

in the group.

“The MOU with the Panama -
Authority formalizes a .
relationship we have enjoyed for -

Canal

nearly 40 years and demonstrates the

canal’s confidence in Port Manatee’s -
future as a container port.In time,that -
confidence will result in thousands

of regional jobs,”McDonald predicted
after the signing.

Two years ago the Panama Canal
Authority (ACP) broke ground on the
$5.25 billion Panama Canal

expansion. The project essentially

doubles the canal’s capacity with the
creation of two new sets of locks,
enhanced navigational features and

the addition of new access channels
— all to accommodate larger post- -

Panamax-sized ships.

shippers :

Construction is
expected to be
complete in five years.

“This collaboration
is beneficial as we seek
innovative ways to
provide our customers
with the most safe,
reliable and efficient
service,” added Aleman.
“Looking ahead to 2014 and the
completion of the waterway, we
anticipate growth in trade and the
emergence of new economic
opportunities — definitely a win-win
for our customers, the people of
Manatee County (Florida) and the
people of Panama.”

Gerhard Kurz, a Florida-based
member of the ACP Advisory Board,
agrees with Aleméan’s perception.
“Port Manatee’s unique geographic
location on Florida’s Tampa Bay and
proximity to the Panama Canal —
combined with its inspired vision for
the development of logistics
distribution facilities — speak volumes
about its future as an emerging
container port,”said Kurz, the former
president of Mobil Shipping and
Transportation Company and former
chairman and CEO of Seabulk
International.

As part of the partnership, the

ACP and Port Manatee will work

The agreement demonstrates each

Seattle, Tacoma Ports are the Green Gateway for Trade

Carbon footprint for Asian cargo lower even than all-water routes

The Ports of Seattle and Tacoma .
recently announced the -
results of a groundbreaking .
study that quantifies the carbon -
footprint of containers coming .
through the Puget Sound.The lowest -
emission route to ship cargo from .
Asia to the U.S. Midwest is through -
the Puget Sound — the “Green .

Gateway” for trade.

“The carbon study results are .
good news, and a great boost to our -
efforts to measure and reduce our .
environmental impact,” said Port of
Seattle CEO Tay Yoshitani. “Our .
ongoing sustainability initiatives have -
created a‘Green Gateway’thatisgood -
for our environment and our °

customers.”

“We are proud of our many port
customers and tenants who have -
joined us to deliver a cleaner, °
while -
contributing valuable jobs and goods
to our state’s economy,” said Port of -
Tacoma Executive Director Tim |
Farrell. “They help us demonstrate -
that businesses can do well by doing

healthier environment

good.”

The study, commissioned by the
Port of Seattle, was conducted by -
Herbert Engineering, a ship design, .
engineering and transportation -
consulting firm based in California. .
They analyzed carbon footprints of -
trade routes between Singapore, .
Hong Kong,and Shanghai,and the U.S. -
distribution hubs of Chicago, .
Columbus and Memphis as well as -
routes that use US East and Gulf Coast .
ports via the Panama and Suez canals. -

For ports of origin as far south as .
Singapore, carbon emissions for cargo
moving by ship to the Pacific .
Northwest and by rail to a broad -
swath of the United States are lower .

than on routes through the Panama
Canal, Norfolk, New York and
California.

Prior to its release, the Port of
Seattle had Herbert Engineering’s
study independently reviewed, and
also asked trade experts, customers,
and shipping partners to review the
results. Outdoor gear and apparel
retailer Recreational Equipment, Inc.
(REI) noted the Port of Seattle’s
leadership in commissioning the
study.“REI applauds the efforts of the
Port of Seattle in undertaking this
kind of study to better inform
shippers about the carbon
implications of their transportation
options,’said Rick Bingle, Director of
Global Supply Chain for the Seattle-
based company.

Greg Shelton,Managing Director
of the Global Trade, Transport, and
Logistics Studies program at the
University of Washington, noted that
within the study’s assumptions, the
findings are good news for the Puget
Sound. “l feel that the study shows
that the West Coast and especially the
Northwest region have a lower
carbon footprint for transporting
goods between Asia and consumers
in the heart of the U.S.” Shelton
remarked.

The elected commissions of the
two ports have championed the
efforts to quantify the agencies’
environmental impact, lessen their
footprint, and improve their
competitive position.

cannot occur until bad habits have
been reformed. While it is industry’s
responsibility to pay its fair share of
taxes, it is the government’s
responsibility not to waste tax dollars.
The lock usage tax proposal doesn’t
achieve either goal. Imposing this tax
would unfairly burden the mode of
transportation that has the smallest
carbon footprint and still has unused
capacity. It is totally counter-
productive.”

“This lockage fee is an ill
conceived proposal that should be
rejected by this Congress just as it
was by the last Congress. This
proposal is intended ultimately to
triple the taxes paid by commercial
users of the waterways system, likely
forcing shippers to divert cargo from
the waterways to already congested
highways and railways,” said Cornell
Martin, President and CEO of WCI.
Imposing a lockage fee now would
short-circuit a promising government-
industry initiative currently
underway to develop a new Capital
Projects Business Model for the
nation’s inland waterways
infrastructure. The Capital Projects
Business Model is a comprehensive,
consensus based capital investment
program that will ensure that
resources and processes are in place
to achieve a safe, reliable, cost-
effective, and environmentally
sustainable inland marine
transportation system,along with the
necessary funding stream.The model
will be presented to Congress later
this year for consideration in the
development of the 2010 Water
Resources Development Act. AWO
and WCI urge Congress to reject the
lock usage tax and support a
comprehensive solution to meeting
the nation’s long-term waterways
infrastructure needs.

Explosive charges set on
the ship worked perfectly, and the
ship sank upright to the bottom in
less than two minutes. Divers soon
reported within an hour that the new
artificial reef was already attracting
fish.

The Vandenberg was donated by
the Maritime Administration, which
also contributed another $1.25
million to the project to prepare the
vessel for reefing. The project
required about $8.6 million and took
almost exactly 13 years to complete
from the time Key West resident Capt.
